Introductions

Special Presentation
Dick Lucky, with the USGS, is a leader in the COHYST project whose objective 
is to map depletions zones within the North Platte river basin.  Dick gave a presentation 
on what the 28/40 line (28% depletion in 40 years) was, how it was developed and how it 
could be utilized.  Presentation ended at 4:46 p.m.
Review Spear T vs. Knaub et al

Ann Diers, legal counsel with the DNR, gave a summary of the Spear T ruling 
and what it may mean.  She summarized stressing the balancing aspect present in IMP process that will be important to avoid conflicts.  Presentation ended at 5:04 p.m.

Goal Statement
The Goal statement was reviewed.  NPNRD staff had reviewed the statement and 
revised the wording.  The DNR and stakeholders committee opted not to implement those 
revisions.  There was much discussion on the statement and revising.  Finally it was 
asked to let the record show the attendees were close to agreement ratifying the goal 
statement.

There was 
much discussion.  Objections over the use of the word ‘historical’ were typical. Most of 
the objectives were revised and reworded several times.  When there were no more 
objections the discussion moved on.
