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City accepts bid by NRD for former CBIT building


SCOTTSBLUFF – The Scottsbluff City Council Tuesday night approved the bid by the North Platte Natural Resources District to purchase the former CBIT building located near the Western Nebraska Regional Airport in Scottsbluff. 

Pending a final approval process, the North Platte NRD hopes to relocate its main office, equipment and tree storage facilities to the location by fall 2006. The NPNRD submitted a sealed bid of $277,500 for the property, which includes the 24,000 square foot building and 3.63 acres of land.

City manager Rick Kuckkahn expressed his support in having a government entity occupy the building, which has been vacant since Western Nebraska Community College moved its industry training facilities to the new John Harms Technology Center. 


“This property is in very good shape and we feel like it would be an ideal place for the NRD to be located,” Kuckkahn told the NRD board of directors during a tour of the facilities in December. 

North Platte NRD manager Ron Cacek said the property would allow for better accommodation of the district office, additional staff, expanded storage of its fleet of vehicles and equipment, and provide for in-house board meetings and on-site staff trainings and public workshops. The North Platte NRD office and shop has been at its current location at Rundell Road in Gering since 1982. 

Kuckkahn said the process will now require a 30-day waiting period that begins February 22 before the final purchase agreement can be signed. 
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
