TREE PLANTING GUIDELINES FOR LANDOWNERS

1.  Site where trees are to be planted must be accessible for maneuvering tree planting

      machines by April 1st of the current planting year.  This includes: 


a.  No low hanging tree limbs

b.  No equipment of any kind


c.  No fence posts


d.  No tree stumps


e.  No livestock


f.   No vegetation over one (1) foot high

2. Trees to be planted in alfalfa must have the alfalfa killed by any appropriate means at least 2 weeks prior to planting by NRD crew. NRD does not provide this service.

3.  All underground utilities need to be identified for the NRD staff.

4.  We will not alternate more than 2 species of trees or shrubs per row.

5.  Tree planting will begin approximately April 1 of the current planting year and

      continue through July 1 of the current planting year.

6.  Landowners or their representatives must be present at time of planting.

7.  Weeds must be controlled if you are purchasing trees for replants and you want the

       NRD to plant them for you.

8.  The NRD does not supply or cost-share on conservation mulch.

9.  The trees are not guaranteed for survival by the nurseries; therefore, we cannot 

      guarantee their survival.

10.  Chemicals are not guaranteed to work.

11.  After two (2) cancelled appointments by the Landowner/Representative, the 

       individual is placed at the end of the planting list.

12.  No landscape plantings.  All plantings will be in accordance with an approved conservation 

       plan to be eligible for cost-share.

13.  We will not plant any stock other than the District’s stock.

14.  Once trees are ordered, there is NO refund.

15.  Minimum planting charge applies to each site.

16.  Fencing should be completed as soon as possible in order to protect seedlings. Allow at least

10 feet between fences and trees. Claim for payment cannot be processed until your fence

is completed.



I understand the estimate on the reverse side is not the final amount that will be billed, but will depend on the actual number of trees planted.  I also agree to the Tree Planting Guidelines For Landowner’s shown above.
